Finally, let us leave the passage with the deepest
sense of Christ's unutterable love to our souls.

It should make us ready and willing to present
our bodies a living sacrifice to Him who lived and
died for us. (2 Corinthians 5:14; Romans 12:1)
Let the cross of Christ be often before our minds.
Rightly understood, no object in all Christianity

is so likely to have a sanctifying, as well as a
comforting effect on our souls,
